'11‘]19 Preatment in Mauthausen ;‘nd
its Kdo.’s was especially hard, even as compared with other CC’s (.[..'S W.ar Crimes Con.]ml}. he
current number in the prisoners registration book reached 139000 in AErll 45 (International Rc:d
Cross Comm. Service Watson). Prisoners arriving with the Code ,,Kugel _-bu]lct-_murkcd on their
transfer papers were executed soon after their arrival, without entering their names into the prisoners
register; if entered by mistake, the names were crossed out and the numb_ers given to other prisoners.
Thus an estimated number of 25000 pris. do not appear in the CC’s registers or death books (Former
inmate of the Mauthausen Schreibstube). As for the use of the prisoners for work in the armament
industry, Mauthausen had to provide with manpower a territory covering the fo_rmer districts Wien,
Nil'llf‘l‘iiunﬁ-u, Oberdonau, Steiermark, Kaernten of the “Ostmark’ and the environments of Passau
from Bavaria.

The criminal police Linz investigated Hartheim crematory and supplied a list of approximately 1500
civilians who were cremated in Hartheim between 1939 and 1945, According to the lists all these deaths
had oceured in Linz. Waldegeg 82, The cause of death was usually given as mental, TB or other incurable
diseases. It is assumed that Linz, Waldegg 82 was an extermination center for the unfit.
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
